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Part �time Marco residents  are 
checking the air pressure in 
their tires, filing their fuel tanks, 
and getting ready to head 
South. While we haven’t set a 
date, we will have a welcome 
back picnic  sometime in 

November before Thanksgiving. It is always a 
well attended, feel-good event.  
 
Please note that returnees can expect a 
warm welcome from the various law and 
administrative agencies 
responsible for the safety and well 
being of the Marco Island area.   
 
Law enforcement officers have been 
especially diligent regarding driveway 
and swale parking restrictions and 
moving violations. 
 
Their diligence also extends to the 
waterways  where one unfortunate soul was 
found with two 19 ½ inch Red Grouper, 
meriting a $400 fine. Wiggly, slimely fish can 
be difficult to measure even in moderate 
seas.  We strongly recommend use of an L-
shaped ruler so that the nose of the fish can 
be placed against one end, and the tail 
pinched ( for grouper and snapper ) to obtain 
an accurate reading. 
 

We must practice patience and 
understanding as these devoted public 
servants try to navigate the difficult seas 
ranging from reasonable and efficient law 
enforcement to those viewed as an 
unreasonable pain in the butt, as I’m sure 
they have in dealing with public response. 
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Keeper Red Grouper continue to be caught 
about 10 miles off-shore using cut bait or 
large bucktail jigs dressed with rubber tails.

FISH OF THE MONTH AND LEADER BOARD RULES* 
 

Fish either gulf or backwater, anytime, for any species. Fish must be caught on hook and line within 60nm of Marco, no 
charters, and use of guides is prohibited. All fish must be either boated, or immobilized alongside the boat and measured with a 
tape or ruler. Swim by guesstimates are not accepted. Fish are to be measured either with pinched tails or fork length as per FWC 
size limit rules. Fish not specified as pinched length will be measured to fork length (e.g. shark). 

 Use MSC Website, www.MarcoSportfishingClub.com, to report your catch.  In case of a tie, the first entry reported will win. 
Use of the website is the preferred reporting method since it will time stamp all entries and automatically send you an email 
confirmation. Entries reported by other means will be recorded when they are received and acknowledged, not when they are sent. 
If you do not have access to the website, you can send your entry to alanmusico@embarqmail.com or call 239-642-9729. The 
following information is needed:  Name, Email Address (or phone number), Species, Size in Inches, Bait or Lure Used,    
Location (ex. Cape Romano, 5Mile Reef etc.), Fishing Method (ex. Casting, Drifting, Anchored, Chumming etc.), Tide (ex. 
Incoming, Outgoing etc.). Entries with incomplete or missing information will not be eligible. Entries are counted toward both 
contests. 

Entries must be reported by 12 Noon on the 1st day of the month following the catch .Winners of both the Fish of the Month 
Contest and the new Leader Board entries will be announced at the following Monthly Members Meetin

Details of each catch are available on the website 
including method, bait, location, tides etc. Learn how the 

experts fish. 
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Word has it that reds are showing up around the ambush points—where unsuspecting bait 
morsels float by on the outgoing. They are still a bit sluggish, and live bait is key, although 
success has been reported on flies. As the water warms reds will be found in the grass and in the 
shallowest of flats, tailing for their dinner.  On mangrove shorelines, work the water to about 10-12 
feet out from the shore—past where you look for snook and trout. Come to the meeting and get 
your questions answered by Capt. Jay Peeler, a loca l Redfish expert. 
 
Live bait choices include shrimp and small crabs, and sardines are worth their weight in silver. 
Since Reds are smell- feeders don’t overlook a chunk of smelly mullet. Gold Johnson spoons are 
the standard lure, but jigs and minnow imitations work too. Remember that reds have turned down 
mouths and present accordingly. But in deeper water, they have been known to gulp a topwater.
