We have lots of important speakers coming up—Brian Fluech will update us on
new rules for January first in the January meeting. Gene Sipe, from the boat US
speakers bureau will cover marine weather and offshore navigation in February.

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In Florida, a person under 21 can only operate a boat or PWC if they possess a valid Boating
Safety ID Card, and have it and a photo ID with them. Beginning in 2010, the law changes to read
“anyone born after January 1, 1988...."” So the age increases year by year until everyone must
have a card. If a person who does not need a card is on board to supervise an unqualified boater
and takes responsibility for all violations that can suffice. The card is easy to get by passing a
“Boat Smart Course” either at the Power Squadron, Coast Guard Auxiliary, on line at
www.Boat-ed.com/fl or with a take home booklet and test, available through FWC at the tax
office on Winterberry. It's a course EVERYONE should take.
